Mayor Dane opened the meeting with the Pledge of the Allegiance.

Alderman Holt asked if when slarry sealing Mack Porter Park, could we do some repairs
on the trail. Staff said those wouldn’t be repaired by using slurry seal.

Alderman Eric Shumaie asked if it was recommended to overhaul the 1ift station pump or
if it would be better to replace it. Jay Betiis, Utilities/Street Director, said it was under
half the cost of a new pump and that is the guide line used to determine which is best 1o
do.

Alderman Holt said at one time 1t was said that we needed a three phase put in at the

Amphitheater. He wondered if we shoulid do that while doing the sound system upgrade.
Staff said we have made some changes and we no longer need a three phase.

A motion was made by Alderman Spencer and seconded by Alderman Holl to approve
the Consent Agenda as presented. The motion carried unanimously.

FIREWORKS Mayor Dane said it was estimated that we had approximately 3,000 cars
at the fireworks as well as every possible parking place around town full of cars. He said
it was a spectacuiar show.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

JUNE 26™ FLOOD — SEWER PLANT ROAD  Staff reported that on June 26" the
sewer plant road South of Meadowbrook Drive on Glenside Drive was washed out with
the torrential rains and flooding. We had fo secure a 45 foot utility pole from Platte Clay
Electric to hold 40 feet of exposed water main.

Chris Shipley was still working in the area so he was available to immediately help us dig
out the unsupported pavement. We showed the damage to FEMA and SEMA officials
who were touring the County. We may be eligible for reimbursement for our damages if
the State declares our area a disaster. They also suggested we might qualify for
mitigation funds af our lift station, when we raise our eleciric service and panels above
the new flood plain elevations.

We are evaluating the cost to replace a portion of the 72 inch galvanized pipe that had to
be removed as the bottom has rusted out. Chris Shipley may be able to get us an 80 inch
concrete pipe.

STORM FLOODING FROM JUNE 4™, 215" AND 26""  In the early morning
hours of June 26", Kearney and the region sustained an unprecedented torrential rain fall,
causing Fishing River to rise and stay high for many daylight hours, backing water up the
tributary over which is crossed by the Meadowbrook Box and our new 19" Street Box.

Some residents incorrectly associated the excavation work at Meadowbrook as to be the
cause of the backwater conditions—that simply was not the case. The June 26" flood did
substantial damage to our Sewer plant road—nearly washing it out.

The heavy rain fall also crashed into 1102 Silhouette, knocking in the framed portion of
the basement wall in 2 feet and flooding her basement with water—they sustained
substantial damage. We will ask our City engineer to return and make
recommendations—the planned Centerville Cottages project iay provide relief fo this
project, as that project does Include storm water improvements on that drainage way.

Sanitary sewer backups re-occurred on 33 Highway—Dr Reed’s professional building at
301 S. Jefferson, flooding Bill Brown’s Karate and the basement of the residential
property at 305 S. Jefferson, for possibly the 3™ or 4™ time this year. (We had Ace Pipe
camera the line today, and we found a 27 pipe directional bored through our sanitary
sewer line at 33 Highway, across the Street from the Reed building—we will conduct
emergency repairs and find the owner of this 2” pipe).
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STORM FLOODING FROM JUNE 4™, 215" AND 26™ They are not the only ones
lo have sustained basement flooding—this has occurred multiple times on South Clark
and on 9" Street. These situations will require camera examinations of sanitary sewer
lines, which we intent to accomplish over the coming weeks. In many cases, the issue is
difficuit, if not impossible for the City fo resolve.

We took Larkin’s new engineer, Dan Miller, too many sites, to view poor surface
drainage situations—he specialized in storm waler for the City of Overland Park prior to
coming to Larkin.

Staff said there are also problems at 1813 Flintrock, which is Alderman Holt’s home. It
is a man made problem caused by a terrible job of grading during building in the area and
the water goes the wrong way due to grading. We will need to look at a way to fix that.

We have visited many sinkhole situations, where waier is finding its way into holes that
shouldn’t be in the pipes, and erosion problems, where trees have lost their hold on the
banks. The rains we are witnessing appear to be greater than any we have seen in the
past.

HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS COLLECTION EVENT Staff said thanks to
volunteers Alderman Steiner, Heather Marcotte, Ryan Marcotte, Eric Marshall, Jay
Bettis and David Pavlich for helping with the Mobile HHW event on June 27%. We
handled 211 cars. The event peacefully coexisted with the Farmer’s Market, which
generated another good crowd on its second event.

WATSON DRIVE BIDS Staff presented a bid tab containing three bids for the Watson
Drive Project. Staff said a recommendation from CFS Engineers to accept the low bid
for construction of Watson Drive from Amino Brothers Construction at $4,231,409.80
was received.

Amino Brothers do many highway construction jobs for both MoDOT and KDOT. They
are well qualified 1o provide a quality job on Watson Drive.

Mayor Dane said this does not include pricing for the railroad crossing or roundabout
work. The street lights will be separate. He said there is still room for change orders, etc.
He said the Amino bid is $60,000 lower than the next bid.

Staff said we will construct the water line last. It will cost approximately $535,000 but
we could so some changes to reduce the cost.

A motion was made by Alderman Spencer and seconded by Alderman Steiner to accept

the fow bid for construction of Watson Drive from Amino Brothers Construction at
$4,231.409.80. The motion carried unanimously.
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PUBLIC REQUESTS & PETITIONS

JIM HOLMES, VEW COMMANDER, REQUEST EXCLUSION FROM
SMOKING ORDINANCE FOR VFW  Jim Holmes, VFW Post Commander, E.
Howard Porter Post #5717 said he wanted to request that the Board of Aldermen consider
exclusion for the VEW from the Smoking Ordinance as he believes the rules will put
them out of business.

Mr. Holmes said he has three points to make. Point one is that the Ordinance will be
taking away freedoms that he spent twenty years protecting his rights. Point two is when
they serve meals in the dining area it is smoke free and when they rent the backroom it is
up to the people renting it whether they allow smoking. Point three is that within six
months they will be gone because they can’t afford to do what needs to be done to
provide a smoking area.

Mr. Holmes said no one asked him about the affects of the ordinance. He said whoever
said the VEW was alright with it was wrong. He said the City will end up with the
buiiding.

Alderman Steiner asked what he meant by the statement that they will be gone. Mr.
Holmes said they can’t afford to enclose a smoking area for patrons.

Alderman Spencer said the veterans have donie a Iot for us and to allow us to have
freedom. She said she felt they deserve to have their own building.

Alderman Holt said he realizes it would cost a lot to enclose and heat and cool an area.
He said the way the ordinance is written an enclosed area wouldn’t permit smoking there
either. He said he is not totally opposed to the exemption.

Mait Brantner, Kearney Police Officer, said he previousty worked for the State Liquor
Control Board. He said he has been working with the VFW for quite some time to
change their liquor license to where they could allow drinking in the shelter area. He said
they are getting a letter from the City to take to the State to change their license.

Alderman Eric Shumate said he certainly appreciates all the veterans have done for our
country. He said it is tough to write in an individual business because from there where

do the requests stop. He said soon the ordinance is useless.

Mayor Dane said we have three choices: 1. Do nothing 2. Allow the VFW exemption.
3. City Staff redo ordinance supporting outside smoking areas at businesses.

Staff said if we make an exemption we will have to draft an amendment to the ordinance
and advertise the meeting for the changes.
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JIM HOLMES, VFW COMMANDER, REQUEST EXCILUSION FROM
SMOKING ORDINANCE FOR VEW liric Shumaie asked about the letter Mr.
Brantner mentioned. Staff said tax exempt businesses are only regulaied by the Staie in
regard 10 liquor licensing. The City doesn’t regulate those businesses but it is common to
have a letter of support from the City.

A motion was made by Alderman Holt and seconded by Alderman Spencer to approve
the City letter to the State Liquor Licensing Board to expand the VFW ligquor license to
the shelter area. The motion carried unanimously.

He said this plan is
problematic now. He said when it was done KADC owned Lot 15. He said now that we
don’t own that lot, we can’t back up water onto that lot.

Jim Eldridge asked if we could put up a berm to prevent water backing up on that lot.
Mr. Cowger said if we put up a berm then it will block off that ot and cause water to
pond on that lot.

Chris Shipley asked if we could go deeper with the detention pond to prevent overflow.
Ron Cowger said he could look at going over onto Lot 16 and using a small area to
enlarge the detention pond.

Ron Cowger presented Option 2 and said this option won’t impact the Corp. He said the
downside fo this option is it will use land that would have been a sellable lot.

Ron Cowger presented Option 3 which would involve building two berms. One would
be upstream and the other one would be at the bottom end. He said this wouldn’t affect
Lot 15 and the new owner.

Chip Glennon asked about maintenance of the detention pond. Ron Cowger said it can
be iet go and use native grass.

Dr. Nicely asked if there would be any mechanism that we could use to collect fees to
maintain this detention pond.

Clris Shipley asked who would pay for maintenance of the detention pond. It was
decided that the CCR is in place and could start collecting fees but Couchman Park
doesn’t have anything in place to collect fees.

Ron Cowger said Option 3 is the most expensive because of extra grading. He said you
would also have the loss of a land sale. He said Option 1 just needs some modification to
keep water off Lot 15,

Dave Hinck said he would hate to lose the land on Lot 16.

Chris Shipley asked how long it would take to get the Corp permit. Ron Cowger said it 1s
hard to guess but it would probably be at feast three months.

Ron Cowger said he would get hold of the Corp and see if they would look at the site
with him and then come to the July 10" meeting.

He said the
program 1s designed 1o try and encourage people to not use the streams. He said if you

don’t disturb no more than 300 feet of the stream there would be no fees. He said the big
costs come when you disturb more than that of the stream and you have to do mitigation.

Mr. Donahue said if you keep the impact on the stream low you can apply for a
Nationwide permit and usuaily get up to 1000 feet. This permit is very easy to acquire if
yvou meet the criteria and is free.

Ron Cowger said you can pay the mitigation and go with the onginal plan. You would
have to decide 1f you wanted 1o try and get an easement from Motley, owner of Lot 15 or
use two and one half acres of developable land to enlarge the detention pond. You would
need to run a pipe from Lot 15 1o the detention pond.

Chip Glennon said it could invelve a ime factor 1o try and deal with Motlcy. Chns
Shipley said he has known that the detention pond would be built at some point.

it was decided that we could tell him that we would clear off the brush and put 1n a pipe
and fill over 1t leaving him with a flat piece of land that could become a parking area for
future development on his lot.

Joe Wilmes said he would falk to him and see if he is interested. Chris Shipley said we
could take fll dirt to his lot as we build the detention pond and really improve the
remaining portion of his lot.

Brian Donahue said he thought we could get a free permit from the Corp of Engineers.

Jim, Bill, as you both are aware of the flooding I have been dealing with for
help from the City of Kearney, Bob Hurst the builder and McElwee's the developer each time the buck was past
and no one would take any action to fix the problem, this went on for 5 years and no help.

You may say well that is your problem, Flooding was never a problem prior to the building of 1811 Flintrock
ithe home just north of my house that was build 3+ vears after mine and is the first home of a different phase of
Stone Crest and the problem got worse when Brookhaven was built.

1 have spent a lot of money over the last 19 years to try and solve this problem with minimal success. One point
when Decker was fixing a City water drainage problem I paid to have Decker run a 6' tube from the bottom of
my out door sump pump to gravity feed the storm sewer system in the street, I build a retaining wall to slow the
flow of water from Brookhaven, and 1 paid to have a back yard swale put in and installed a French drain

between the houses and we still get 1-2 inches of water in my basement with every good size rain, 3 times last
month.

Jim and Dan the new engineer came 1o evaluate the situation after the last few fioods and both Jim and Dan
agreed that the water retention efforts that was installed by the developer and builder was not correct and never
was and that the city would do a study and the impression was that they would regarded the back of 1811 and
maybe even 1813 to move waler to the storm water retention basins and away from my basement.

I received a call yesterday from Dave Pavlich that has me some what concerned, he asked if it was ok to put my
name in with FEMA for flood damage and show them the pictures of my basement, he then asked about a dollar
amouni of damage from the last storms, he stated that FEMA may make me a low interest loan to fix the
damage.

First [ have 1o question is this how the City is now going to approach this, just to have FEMA throw some type
of Aid to me, and still not get the waler laken care of? or is the City going to fix the grade as it should have been
prior to final occupancy to 1811 or final sign off of Brookhaven.

1 have tried to sell my house 2 times, and each lime I could not, due to water issues, | CANNOT SELL MY
HOME do to this problem.

1 have been VERY patieni on this matier but after this year my patients are about out, I need help for I do not
have the funds, nor do I have the right to go on to the property nexi door and behind me and tear up there back

yards, but I think I should have the right to have a dry basement when I live on a hill and the water is not from
my yard, this has always been a fixable thing and I cannot get anyone to fix it, the City says it 1s not there
problem call the Developer, the develeper says it the builders, the builder says its the Cities problem, and the
whole time | had a finished basement used for daycare the first 3 years, and 19 years after 1811 was built

1 still just have a wading pool for a basement, not a good selling feature.

I may be reading Dave wrong but it feels like de'javu all over, I need help not a pasted buck or low interest
to pay for damage, I need a permanent fix to the problem.

But I did get the feeling from Dave that the City was not going to do anything till we hear for FEMA,
translation lets pass this to FEMA if they will pay for damages we are good. I am not asking FEMA for help i
am asking the City of Keamney for help.

I wore down after 5 years when NG ONE would help. I even told Jim [ can never get read of this house as is
and he said you can always donate it to the food pantry, I probably would get sued by the new owns and yet |
have never wanted to take legal action against John Dunn as he did not build the home or develop the land, but
as this house is even if T gave it away it would cost me in the end.

What [ am asking for is not unreasonable, T am not asking for all kinds of special perks just a dry basement, [
can re~-finish it, replace the carpet, repair the sheetrock and get the smell out, but I cannot stop the water from
everyone else, they have dry basements so it is no priority to them so nothing gets done.
